STATUTES

PREAMBLE

“Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the good news
of the kingdom and healing every disease and sickness. When he saw the crowds, he had compassion
on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.

Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few.

Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.” (Mt 9:35-38)

OBJECTIVES

The Vietnamese Redemptorist Vocation Support Association is a non-profit organization,
composed of many benefactors, collaborators and friends of the Vietnamese Redemptorist family
who are collaborating with the Redemptorists in preaching the Kingdom of God by supporting
the formation of many Redemptorist vocations who will be becoming ordained Priests and
religious Brothers. The Association is governed by the Board of Directors of the Redemptorist
Vice-Province of Extra Patriam (aka “The Vietnamese Redemptorist Mission Corp.”). The
Headquarter of the Association is located at 3417 W. Little York Rd., Houston, TX 77091,
Phone (713) 681-5144; Fax: (713) 681-3410.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

The Association has its own Board of Directors and is divided into many Local Chapters
as follows:

1. Board of Directors:

The Board of Directors includes the Superior of the Vietnamese Redemptorist Mission
Corp. (aka “Provincial), Chaplain General, Regional Chaplains, Chairman of the Association,
one or more Vice-Chairpersons, Secretary, Treasurer/Finance, and Consultor(s).

2. Local Chapters:

A new local Chapter could be established as long as it meets the requirements of having
at least 5 members, including one Chapter Leader. The Chapter also has one or several deputies
with the responsibility of collecting annual dues from the members and transferring them to the
General Treasurer of the Assocation or the Vice-Provincial Bursar, together with the report of
the activities of the Chapter.



PATRON SAINT

The patron Saint of this Vocation Support Assocation is St. Gerard Majella. Each year,
on the occasion of his Feastday (October 16), there will be an Annual Conference of the
Association for all the enrolled members.

MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS

- No age limits. The annual dues for each member is $5.00 per month or more, depending
on his or her generosity. The dues could be paid monthly or annually. Any member who paid
$1,000 (one thousand dollars) once or within a year is considered to be an Honorary Member.

- The deceased could also become members of the Association by having their family
members enroll for them with the same requirements and benefits of an Honary Membership.
They will be called “Permanent Members”.

- Members who are not paying their dues for more than a year without providing any
valid reasons is considered pulling his name out of the Association.

BENEFITS

1. Each month the Chaplain General, the Regional Chaplains and all the confreres of the
Vietnamese Redemptorist Mission Corp. will be offering one special Mass on the First Saturday
of each Month to pray for all the members (both living and deceased) of the Association.

2. When a member of the local Chapter is sick or in need of spiritual help, the Chapter
shall report it to the Chaplains or the confreres who in turn will be sharing the news with other
Chapters so all would be able to join in praying for that member. Visitation is possible if
convenient or allowed.

3. When a member passes away, all the priests of the Vice-Province will be offering a
Vigil Mass praying for the deceased. When possible, the Chaplain(s) and representative(s) from
the local Chapter will be coming for the visitation and/or funeral Mass. All members will be
saying a holy rosary, or offering one holy Mass, praying for the deceased member.

5. The Chaplain General, all Regional Chaplains and the confreres will be offering a

memorial Mass, especially a holy mass on their death anniversaries, praying for all the deceased
members of the Association for an indefinite period of time.

MATERIAL GOODS

The Association has goods both in monetary and material forms. All dues are to be
deposited into the account under the title of Vietnamese Redemptorist Mission (Priesthood
Support Assoc.). In the event of dissolution, all material goods are to be transferred to the
Vietnamese Redemptorist Mission Corp. (Vice-Province of Extra Patriam).

STATUTES REVISIONS




Any articles in this Statutes could be revised, modified or updated if the majority of the
Board of Directors approves.
